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Teachers Work to Prepare Play!
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T
ake a walk through the hallways of our schools after hours and you will often see groups of teachers and students working on one project or another.  It’s amazing to see the various activities inside and outside of the school buildings.  What exactly is going on and who are these teachers still at school well past the last school bell?
Two of these teachers are Michele Fowkes (8th grade English - MS) and Mo Zavadel (LS - Hereford). They are the Director and Assistant Director of the UPHS Drama Club.  This is Michele's 6th production with the HS and Mo’s 3rd production.
The plays that they are working on this fall are “Beauty and the Beast” and “Happily Never After.”  The production will take place on December 7, 8, 9th at the UPHS.

When asked why they put these long hours into working on productions with students, they said that it was “because kids need a creative outlet and this offers an opportunity to express one's self through the arts.”
A lot of time and effort go into the preparation for the play well before school even starts. Over the summer, Michele starts reading scripts and organizing the rehearsal schedule. She also spends weekend hours searching for costumes, props, etc. Rehearsals are daily from 3-5:30 p.m. at the High School. The three weeks leading up to the show, rehearsals run from 3-8 p.m. and during "hell week" (week before the show) rehearsals are from 3-10 p.m.
The Perrault version of Beauty and the Beast is the basis of this play, but with added depth of character. We learn how and why the Prince was changed into a Beast in the first place. Also, Beauty's family provides a warm and amusing background for the main plot.

In “Happily Never After,” the one-act play describes what exactly happens in the fairy tales AFTER the words "And they all lived happily ever after..." The setting for this extremely funny play takes place in a marriage counselor's office and shows many familiar fairy tale characters upset with their "happy ending" and looking for a re-write.
